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ABSTRACT

To bring business dispute cases to court takes much-time and money as well as
destroying their good relation. If there is better alternative of dispute resolution means of dispute
resolution, it will be much useful to them.

The objective of the thesis, “The Possibility of Business Dispute Resolution by
Lawyers’ Organization,” was to whether lawyers can take in business dispute resolution
alternative to bringing the cases to court.

The method of study began from collecting primary data by interview lawyers, judges,
and persons during dispute whether they agreed with this alternative resolution and by what
conditions. The analysis of data gave the results that: most lawyers were willing to participate in
this resolution if they would have enough income from this participation; all judges agreed with
this alternative resolution because to do according to the agreement; the persons engaged in
disputes agreed to use this service only if they would have lesser expense and time compared to
bringing the cases to court and there was mean to enforce them doing as agreement.

The result of this study showed that possible, by certain conditions, to have lawyers’

organization dealing with business dispute cases.
