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ABSTRACT

The social conditions have presently changed from the past, that is, originally elderly in
families, whether being father, mother, grandfathers or grandmothers, were well cared for by their
children and grandchildren, becoming a good culture. Individuals who cared for such persons
were admired as a good and grateful child. This cultural influence has led to a congruent, enacted
civil legal statute which provides that parents have the duty of giving a child care and a child has
a reciprocal duty to care for his/her parents too. However, after the social conditions have
changed from being an agricultural society to an industry society, children under working age will
leave home for working in industrialized cities, leaving their aged parents and grandparents at
home alone, unattended and abandoned. Presently, elderly cares are provided by family
institutions, private business entities, and government entities. The governmentally provided
cares, albeit not specifically the government’s duty, are considered a kind of welfare that must be
made available by the government. However, the budgetary limitation for elderly cares that are
inadequately pervasive, ineffective, with partial inaccessibility of elderly for the services, has led
to the debut of elderly care service business by private business entities, targeting those who have
strong economy status. Basically, those services provided by private business entities can be
classified into 2 categories i.e. elderly care provision, in-place-of-establishment care provision,
and staft delivery to homes of elderly for care provision. With the business in its infancy, there
are problems stemming from the enforcement of contractual fulfillment, business injury proof
burden, business regulation and supervision, and penal measures by which entering into the

elderly care service business by private entities is governed. These problems are primarily
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attributable to the non-existence of a specific law, whilst, at the same time, the existing ones
provide no coverage to such a kind of business. Therefore, in order to have these problems
solved, it is extremely necessary to have a law specifically designed for elderly care service
business operation, and to encourage and accommodate the conduct of such business effectively

with international standard, which would lead further to nationally developed criteria.
