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ABSTRACT

This research describes about the Achievement of Integrated Learning Using
Learning Objects for Teaching in BCS426 Introduction to E-Business for the fourth year

undergraduate students of Sripatum University to meet 90/90 criteria.

The sample was 80 the fourth year undergraduate students in the Department of
Business Computer in the Faculty of Information Technology, Sripatum University.
Purposive Sampling method was employed. Research tools included: Learning Objects,
pre-test, post-test. The data were analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, standard

deviation, and t-test.

The research results were the Achievement of Integrated Learning Using
Learning Objects as developed that met the efficiency 90/90 criteria which the post-test
scores after learning through Learning Objects was statistically significant higher than

the pre-test scores at the .05 level
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
