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ABSTRACT

Thailand has faced flood disaster frequently. It has caused tremendous loss of life and
property of people. Nevertheless, flood disaster management and state liability to damage from
flood disaster are still the immense problems concerned by the Government.

This Individual Study (IS) aims to study and analyze the problems of law related to flood
disaster management and state liability for damage caused by flood disaster. The result shows that
there are a number of laws related to flood disaster management in Thailand. However, these laws
stipulate unclearly the authority and responsibility of relevant state organizations and their
officials to flood disaster management as well as the absence of some aspect of administration.
Besides, the authorities of state organizations are fragmented and overlapped. Lacking of freedom
to work also hinders officials on duty. Consequently, the state liability for damage from flood
disaster has not been defined appropriately in Law causing imparity to affected people
significantly.

In order to address those problems, this IS suggests that the specific Act on flood disaster
management need to be enacted to make it clear to state liability for damage from flood disaster
management. Furthermore, authority, role and responsibility of state organizations and their
designated officials will be stated clearly by law. Therefore, wrongful exercise or omission to

exercise any of functions regarding flood disaster management will require penalty and pay
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compensation to affected person under the principle of liability. Moreover, the principle of
liability without fault will be applied in the case of official’s lawful action causes damage to any

person or any person bearing excessive public burden concerning flood disaster management.
