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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this thesis were to study and to analyze the concepts and theories of
resolving fund, law and economics and procedures of the Justice Fund. This includes comparisons of
access to justice in the United States and Japan and procedures of other resolving fund to develop
legal provisions for justice fund to effectively support people access to justice.

From the study, it was found that the Justice Fund has juristic person status resulting in
lacking the operation flexibility. Failure to prescribe rules, procedures and conditions for remittance
of the Office of the Court of Justice result in the justice fund nowadays failure to receive the money.
Additionally, there has been no study on the issue of tax benefits for individuals donating fund or
property to the justice fund as much as it was intended.

From the problem analysis, the researcher has proposed that the law on justice fund should be
amended to make the Justice Fund not a government agency but with supervision by the board and
defined rules, procedures and conditions for the submission of Office of the Court of Justice income
into the fund and provide tax incentives for donations of money or assets to justice fund to make the
justice fund a resolving fund that is efficient in terms of access to justice speed, more financial

balance, and able to continue to help people.
