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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are: (1) to analyze the operational background information
and the needs to develop a strategy for security management model for the professional football
match in the Thai Premier League (2) to develop a strategy for security management model for
the professional football match in the Thai Premier League; and (3) to present the strategy for a
world-class security management model for the professional football match in the Thai Premier
League. The study used a mixed methods research between qualitative and quantitative methodology
to collect information from in-depth interviews and a research survey. The samplings consist of
executives from Thai Premier League Company Limited, the Football Association of Thailand,
Football Clubs in 2015 season, academics, specialists, coaches, referees, team managers and deputy
managers, football club members, and personnel in charge of security management in the Thai
Premier League. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, median and path analysis

using a factor analysis and a multiple regression analysis.
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The findings of this research are;

1. The important information needed to develop a security management model for the
professional football match in the Thai Premier League; Is equal to 100 percent

2. The security management model for the professional football match in the Thai Premier
League involves strategic management, system management and risk management, which require
continuity for maximum security efficiency.

3. Analysis of the options to introduce a new security management model for the professional
football match in the Thai Premier League shows it should consist of strategic management techniques,
system management and security management. In this way international standards will be acknowledged
as an appropriate strategy to develop “Security Management Model for the professional football

match in the Thai Premier League”
