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ABSTRACT

This paper was conducted to study and analyze into law enforcement and forest
management problem in forest law. The author focuses on condition of forest field, forest
planning, and limiting of forbidden wood acquirement in individual land. The method of study is
comparing between Thai and foreign related idea and theory. These issues are in the Forest Act
B.E. 2484 (1941) section 4 (1) provides that “FOREST means the land that is not legally acquired
by any person according to Land Law. This act does not provide any provision about forest
planning on forest management”. The other related part is Section 7 of this act, in first paragraph,
provides that “Teak,Rubber wood,Chingchang wood,Ked Daeng wood,E - meng wood,Payoong
Klap wood,Sapwood wood, Jeen Daeng wood,Kha young wood,Chik wood,Krasik wood,Krasib
wood,Payoong wood,Markplutakktaen wood,Krapikhaokwai wood,Keddum wood,E - thao wood,
and Ked Khaokwai wood, no matter where they are grown in Thailand, they are forbidden woods

According to this study, the author found that the definition of “Forest” in the act does
not conform to actual forest condition. This impacts other private and public organization that
need to get in some area that is actually not forest, but considered as forest by the act. This act put
a burden on whoever has necessity to get in and operate their business in such area. In addition,
such definition totally does not comply with ecosystem. This act also does not contain any
obvious measure or plan on forest management. Therefore, there is no any certain standard for
management. Finally, the section 7 has been interfering into acquirement right in individual land.

In order to solve such problem, the author would like to offer that we should amend the Forest
Act B.E. 2484 (1941). First, the section 4, the definition of “Forest” should be fixed to comply with
actual forest condition. Secondly, the definition of “Forest mission” and “Forest Plan” should be
added in the section 4. This will make forest can be managed orderly, obviously and concretely.
Finally, the section 7’s first paragraph should be removed.

The author believes that such mentioned amendment will nicely affect forest
management pursuant to the forest law, and will make Thai forest planning, forest condition,

individual’s wood acquirement right get properly developed.
