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ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to study problems on the protection of right for the whistleblower who reports
suspicious transaction under Anti-Money Laundering Act, B.E. 2542 (1999). Such legislation
does not cover a group of third person who report or provide information of offences against anti-
money laundering law compared to other groups which are protected by anti-laundering law such
as financial institutes, land department and designated person. The protection of third party is
supposed to give an incentive for them to provide useful information for investigation process
more efficiently.

The study finds that Anti-Money Laundering Act, B.E. 2542 (1999), if person is recalled
to give information, provides the protection of right only in term of witness protection in criminal
case under the regulation of Anti-Money Laundering Office. However, based on literature review

of international cases, developed countries, e.g. the United States of America and Australia, tend

to legislate the right protection of whistleblower more comprehensively. That protections include
not only witness protection in criminal case but also prevent the whistleblower to retaliation from
those who commit offence. By analyzing the Anti-Money Laundering Act, B.E. 2542 (1999),
there is insufficient of right protection for person who provides information to Anti-Money
Laundering Office. This legal limitation lead to inefficient process of getting information needed
for anti-money laundering investigation. Therefore, principle of whistleblower protection should
be applied into Anti-Money Laundering Act in order to improve its enforcement more efficiently.

Based on the result of this study, the author proposes the amendment of Anti-Money
Laundering Act, B.E. 2542 (1999) so as to protect the right of third party who report the
suspicious transaction to Anti-Money Laundering Office. This revised legislation is intended to
encourage the general people who know offence of money laundering to provide information or
suspicious transaction to Anti-Money Laundering Office. The more people get involved in
process of reporting suspicious transaction, the more efficient the Anti-Money Laundering Act,

B.E. 2542 (1999) will be enforced.
