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ABSTRACT

The Boxing Sport Act B.E. 2542 has intentions to promote Thai boxing sport, protect Thai
boxer as well as supervise people in Thai boxing circle in order to support for international
standardization of Thai boxing sport. Whereas such law has been applied for long time, the law
cannot effectively be enforced to people in Thai boxing circle and does not cover some current
problems such as being affiliated with boxing gym in Thailand, corruption in Thai boxing sport
circle, use of stimulant in Thai boxing sport and qualifications of Thai boxer and Thai boxing trainer
in order to ensure Thai boxer’s safety and upgrade standardization of Thai boxing sport. As a result,
a study on legal issues and enforcement of the Boxing Sport Act B.E. 2542 and in comparison to
foreign laws are necessary for developing a guideline on revision of Thai law.

The study finds foreign laws providing regulation on sport corruption, prohibition of the
use of stimulant in sport, determination of sportsman’s qualification and registration of sport trainer
which can be referred to be good guideline to develop Thai boxing sport in Thailand. From the
comparison between Thai law and foreign laws, Thai law is found indefinite and non-standardized
in respect of boxing sportsman’s safety.

This thematic paper suggests a revision of the Boxing Sport Act B.E. 2542 in several

following issues: regarding right and liberty of engaging Thai boxing occupation in order to solve
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the affiliation with boxing gym, increase of law enforcement on corruption matters in Thai boxing
sport in objective manner and by appropriate penalty provision, addition of statutes on prohibiting
the use of stimulant or addictive substance in Thai boxing sport and of examining the use of
stimulant or addictive substance both prior to and after Thai boxing match in order to ensure fair
competition. Furthermore, the revision should also include a determination of better qualifications
of Thai boxer and Thai boxing trainer in line with international standard for registration of new
Thai boxer and Thai boxing trainer for their enhanced safety and quality of life and more

transparency without corruption in Thai boxing sport circle.
