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ABSTRACT

This Thesis is focally aimed to study Legal Measures on the Use of Force to Control
the Crowd. Deriving from the study, it is found that Thailand has no legal measures yet on the use
of force to directly control the crowd taking to the street on public Gathering, but, just a Principle
of Law of proximity on such matter. Researcher, therefore, conducts a study on the International
Standard Principle in dispersing the rallies including a comparative study of Foreign Laws in
Controlling the Crowd. So, it is expedient that Thailand legislate the Law on Public Gathering by
assigning Royal Thai Police to be responsible for such matter. Material substance of the Bill
should be 1) the term of the “public gathering” be defined to mean the assembly of persons in the
public domain in order to express their opinions, supports or protests or demands on any matter to
the general public and that other persons can take part in such public gathering, as well, no matter
whether such public gathering will consist of any rallies or movements from one place to another
or not, 2) the prohibited place or area for the public gathering shall be designated: such as; 150
meters from the important places or government complex, 3) a speech presentation or an
organizing of an activity in the public gathering should be prohibited from 2200 hours to 0600
hours of the next day. A rally or movement from one place to another during the hours of
darkness must be prohibited, 4) the protesters shall be tasked with the duty to notify Police
Station Chief on the date, time and place of the public gathering, at least, 24 hours before the
public gathering, 5) the duty of persons organizing the public gathering and persons taking part in
the public gathering should be outlined: such as; the persons organizing the public gathering have

the duty to at all times stay at the public gathering place throughout the period of the public
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gathering and to be responsible for the public gathering that it has been carried out peacefully
without any weapons, etc., 6) protection measures for the conveniences of the general public and
controls of the public gathering should be implemented: such as; Royal Thai Police and the State
Public Relations Organization should manage or coordinate to cause the public relations made
periodically in order to inform the general public accordingly, 7) penalty on the punishment
should be imposed in the case where the public gathering is against peace and order, 8) the steps
and measures on the use of force and equipments in controlling the public gathering or the crowd
should be implemented. In addition, the measures, steps and necessity in using firearms should be
implemented, as well, 9) the measures that a dispersion of the public gathering or crowd must be
done during the daytime only, 10) measures on remedial restorations of persons taking part in the
public gathering or the crowd and people directly affected including related State authorities
should be implemented in order to make the standard on the use of force to control the crowd of

Thailand meet the international standard and accepted by various civilized countries.
