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ABSTRACT

This thesis presents the research result relating to the protection of community rights in the
Administrative Case by intending to present the research resultin the issues of protect the community
rights for the Administrative Case Interpleading and Prosecuting which has the objective to define the
community to have the rights and duty for cooperating with the government in order to protect the
natural resources because have been affected by the destruction of nature resources and environment
directly.

The study found that the Administrative Case Prosecuting shall follow by virtue of Section 9
and Section 42 of the Act on Establishment of Administrative Court and Administrative Court
Procedure, B.E. 2542 (1999), and for the Administrative Case Interpleading shall be follow by the
regulations of the Judicial Conference in the Supreme Administrative Court regarding to the
Administrative Court Procedure B.E. 2543, Article 78 The prosecutor must be the persons or legal
entities who have suffered or may have suffered. When the community is not the person according to
the provisions of the law, therefore, has no rights and duty to prosecute or interplead for protecting the
natural resources and environment. Although at the present, there is the Civil Procedure Code, Division
4, regarding to the Class Action, but there is no provision to acknowledge the rights and duty directly in
the Administrative Case, so, the community rights has not been acknowledged in the legal provision.

Suggesting that there should be a provision of substantive law supporting the community
rights regarding to the rights for prosecuting, interpleading and acknowledging the status or identity of
community, together with appointing the independent agency or the central authority to control and

operate the community in various matters, and defining in such legal provision in order that the
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Administrative Court can use as the guideline to judge the community rights for protecting the natural

resources and environment.
