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Abstract

Objectives of the thesis are to study legal measures to control medical operation and
treatment in case patients want to end their life peacefully in line with the National Health Act
B.E. 2550 (2007), whose Section 12 features patients declining medical treatment at the end of
their life and other related legal issues. Theories and concepts have been studied to properly
understand the intents of Section 12 concerning protection of the patients’ and doctors’ rights as
specified in the National Health Act B.E. 2550 (2007). Section 12 of the National Health Act B.E.
2550 (2007) says patients are-entitled to express their wish concerning medical treatment and
right to decline medical treatment by making a letter of intent in writing in advance. That’s just
the right of the owner of life. In fact, the intent of Section is to protect personal rights of each
individual and human dignity, allowing people to choose to die in a natural way without
excessive intervention and suffering. That’s why the law allows patients to give their wish in
advance for their relatives to know as the patients may be unconscious that the patients do not

want any health services just to extend their death or cease physical suffering from their sickness.
