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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this Thesis is to study the form of the State Organization in certifying
community right in order to make it in conformance with the obligations under RIO Declaration
on Environment and Development in which Thailand shall be required to have a State
Organization being a mechanism to support the communities to have rights in accordance with the
provisions of law for sustainable conservations and uses of natural and environmental resources.

It is found, as a result of the study, that the communities have problems on the
community identity status or community identity condition as to whether their forms will be of
a natural or juristic person. When the provisions of the Constitution from the past until the present
including related laws are taken into considerations, it is found that status of the communities
have expressly been certified ever since the promulgation of the Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand, B. E. 2540 (1997), but, it is not apparent that there is any provisions of the law of the
Act level to certify their statuses, thus, resulting in the communities to have no right of the
environmental resource management and in monitoring controls over the preservations and
utilizations of resources in their own areas according to the intention apparently provided in the
constitution and obligations to be performed. It is therefore necessary to have a State
Organization to certify the rights and roles of the communities in managing the natural and
environmental resources in the form of a Public Organization because the Organization is deemed

to be the State Organization having the power, duty with the structure being independent to carry
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out operations comfortably and rapidly including the ability to earn revenues to subsidize
themselves other than supports provided by the State.

Deriving from the study, it is hereby recommended that a State Organization be formed
up to certify the right and to be the Organization to support the community by relying on the
virtue of Public Organization Act, B. E. 2542, in order to place the communities to be in the form
of the Public Organization and have the power and duty to manage themselves on the aspect of
the certification of their own identities, to provide supports on the aspect of natural and
environmental resource management, particularly, the participation in the natural and environmental

resource management of the people within the communities.
