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ABSTRACT

This Thesis is focally aimed to study Legal Problem and Obstacle regulating on Big
Sized Motorcycle. It is found, as a result of the study: firstly, that Land Traffic Act, B. E. 2522
(1979) and Automobile Act, B. E. 2522 have not given a definition of a big sized motorcycle, but,
just only of a general motorcycle, causing unclearness in prescribing the method on the controls
over the big sized motorcycle: secondly, Automobile Act, B. E. 2522, has not categorized the
type of the big sized motorcycle driving license despite the fact that the driving license is an
instrument of the State for use in monitoring controls over the use of vehicles on public roads in
order to reduce accidents; thirdly, basis on an applicant desiring to apply for big sized motorcycle
driving license according to Automobile Act, B. E. 2522, is that the person shall be eligible to
apply for the license when he/she reaches the age of 18 years old, however, restriction on the
engine capacity is not prescribed despite the fact that a big sized engine would necessarily need
the skill and experience of a driver in driving a big sized motorcycle more than a regular one. A
motorcycle accident is usually caused by an inexperienced or new driver lacking a maturity;
fourthly, on the payment of the motorcycle annual tax, normally, it will be on the basis of only
100 Baht per a motorcycle, but, when a consideration is made on a big sized motorcycle, it can be
seen that the big sized motorcycle cylinder capacity is bigger than a regular motorcycle. Such
annual taxation on the big sized motorcycle per a motorcycle then will not be appropriate and
fifthly, the suspension on the acceptance for registrations of motorcycles assembled from parts of

the used motorcycles imported from foreign countries is not a suitable solution because if

assemblies of the newly assembled motorcycles are properly performed in accordance with the
prescribed requirements, such motorcycle then would not be the illegal motorcycles. What is
illegal and causes the problem is the acceptance for the registrations of the motorcycles which is
arisen from the entrepreneurs evading tax payments coupled with the government authorities who
connive in the commission of such offence. Therefore, the term, “a big sized motorcycle,” should
be defined as “a motorcycle with the engine capacity ranging from 250 cc and over.” Driving
license for big sized motorcycles should be categorized; age of applicants desiring to apply for the
driving license should be fixed at 21 years old and over; the method of taxation should be
improved by making the calculation on the basis of the cylinder capacity and the Ministerial
Regulation Suspending Registrations on Motorcycles Assembled from Parts of Used Motorcycles
Imported from Foreign Countries, B. E. 2556 (2013) should be repealed in order to reduce

problem on the accident and make the law more efficient.
