This thesis has the objective of studying the legal}em&n certification of the arrest
warrants of Thailand under the group Association of Southeast Asian Nations or ASEAN, which
was formed by the Bangkok Declaration on=8.August 2007.. It had the five founding members
were Thailand, Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philip$ and-the Republic of Singapore. Later on it
was added with Negara Brunei/&arussalam, Socialist Republic of Vietnam, the Lao’s People
Democratic Republic, the Union of Myanmar'and The Kingdom of Cambodia. Therefore, at
present there are 10 country members for drafting of the joint ASEAN treaty to place the legal
framework on guidel%and scoperof responsibilities, including the organizational structure for
the ASEAIWome under the same laws.

In the study found prosecuting criminal offences at the police level and the prosecutors
have ‘not mutually agreed among ASEAN members. Thus, the procedure on prosecuting a
criminal case in one country may not be acceptable in another country, so the criminal process
among the countries may be delayed. Therefore, the solution of prosecuting a criminal case at the
police level and the prosecutors should have a joint agreement among the ASEAN members. We
may draft it additionally into the ASEAN charter, which is comparable to the ASEAN
constitution, to have creation of a system or special channel for cooperation on criminal litigation.
It may have a cooperation treaty on the arrest warrant proceedings, which an arrest warrant of one
country can be executed in other member countries as well. So the criminal proceedings can be

optimized with everything else still remains under the individual rights and liberty.
