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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study and analyze legal problems regarding leasing contracts in
Thailand which have many legal problems, such as the problems and obstacles from the lack of
applicable leasing laws in Thailand. The problems regarding the draft amendment of the Civil and
Commercial Code (No. ..) B.E. ..... lease with the legal obstacles that occur.

According to the study, it has been found that Thailand has no leasing laws currently in
force. Therefore, causing many legal gap problems, such as the interpretation of leasing contracts,
whether it is a lease or hire-purchase contract, and whether that will be applied to the leasing
contract. If not all can be interpreted as gaps in the law by any means, in practical, it was found
that the use of similar laws in such a manner to be applied to this leasing case, could not be
adapted to the facts and caused problems in enforcement. In addition, the draft amendment of the
Civil and Commercial Code (No. ..) B.E. ... does not require leasing tenants to directly sue the
leased property manufacturer. If the leased property is damaged which may caused by the
production process. Leasing tenants are not able to sue the manufacturer directly; which is
considered as a gap in the law that may cause disadvantaged to leasing tenants

Therefore, this research suggests that specific legislation should be enacted about leasing
contracts. Which such laws should be established regarding the definition rights and obligations
of contract parties, liability, damage remedies, and the termination of the leasing contract. Which

can be adapted for use in the event of a leasing contract dispute, as a provision specifically for
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disputes relating to leasing agreements and the draft amendment of the Civil and Commercial
Code (No. ..) BEE. ... In the process of presenting these draft provisions, it should also be added
about allowing leasing tenants to take over the rights of the leasing lessor and suing the
manufacturer of the leased property directly. In the event that it appears the damage has occurred
from the production process, which is not caused by the actions of the leasing owner. So that the
leasing tenants are protected fairly and can sue for damages directly from the person who caused

the damage. It will allow the lessee to continue to be compensated correctly and appropriately
