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ABSTRACT

This thesis studies about ethical principle and exercise of mass media liberty impacting
on privacy right that is legally recognized in the Constitution of Kingdom of Thailand B.E. 2560
(2017). In general, the mass media professionals are obliged to monitor, examine, quest for news
and information and disseminate various information to the public on the ground of people’s
fundamental right to know and in accordance with public interest.

Problems of presentation of news and information by the mass media professionals must
comply with their professional ethics in which mass media entrepreneurs have constituted as self-
regulation to control presentation of ordinary people or public people’ news and information
among their own members. Such presentation of news and information cannot infringe the
individuals’ privacy right, although the individuals are considered as public people whom
ordinary people usually pay attention. The mass media professionals would rather not deem such
public-attentive individuals as the public and not overstep excessively such public people’s
privacy. Presentation of their news and information should take into account of boundary of
information relating to matters of their life in which the pubic people are pleased to open to the

public.

Accordingly, presentation of news and information by the mass media professionals
should take into account of the mass media professionals’ professional ethics, have boundary and
not infringe the individuals’ privacy rights recognized by law. In addition, the Constitution
enforcement mechanism in foreign countries i.e. United States of America, Japan and Republic of
France, considered as universal standard should be applied in Thailand in exercise of the mass
media’s liberty in order to seek for appropriate way for Thai mass media and bring about solve

efficiently existing problems.
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
