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Abstract

The purpose of this research were; 1) to compare the difference personal factor with the performance
of foreign workers in the eonstruction industry, Samut Prakam Province; 2) to study the influence of quality of
worklife toward the performance of foreign workers in the construction industry, Samut Prakarn Province. The
samples were 384 migrants. Questionnaire was used for data collecting instrument. Statistics to be used in this
study were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one way ANOVA, and Stepwise Multiple Regression.
Findings showed that: 1) different personal factor affect different performance on significant at the 0.05 level,
except for marital status; and 2) the quality of worklife factor in the aspect of job characteristics contribute to the
social integration, the aspect of the adequate and fair compensation, and the aspect of work which based on the
law or justice influencing the performance (R = 0.601), and could explained the variation of performance on

significant at the 0.05 level by 36.20 percent.
