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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this Research are to draft a model statute on judicial procedures for
economic and financial crimes. Because of problems, gravity and impact of the economic and financial
crimes, problems with substantive law, which defines the category of offense, and measures for
enforcement of the law, which are numerous and materially varying among each other, and problems
of lack of procedural law for specifically governing the economic and financial crimes, it leads to
drafting of a model statute of substantive specific procedural 1aWs in order to stipulate the approach
for enforcement of the substantive law as to be in the uniform direction, by analyzing national law,
foreign laws and international laws, thereby employing the methodology of qualitative research,
including: documentary research; in-depth interview; participatory design/co-design; and organizing
a meeting for opinion hearing.

The bill of Act on Procedures for Economic and Financial Crimes, B.E. ..., which is drafted
here, contains 21 Section, divided in 5 Chapters, 3 Parts and Transitory Provisions, comprising of
effective measures consistent with the universal principles in 3 stages of the judicial procedures, being:
the pre-trial stage, including search of persons or vehicles, covert listening or access to information,
