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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research was to study problems of legal measures in preventing

violent fight among vocational student in Child Protection Act B.E.2546. To find out cause of problems,

the solutions. And the law in preventing violence among youth in foreign countries which are law for law

for children and youth in France, Japan and United States. The comparison study was to compare the

discipline methods on such youth, develop the laws and propose suitable legal measures in preventing

violence among vocational students.

The results of the study showed go follows : Firstly, The proportional problem of a National

Child Protection Committee which consists of most of the senior government official and the less is from

the public sector. The powers and duties of the officers are without expertise in treatment of the child as

prescribed in the aim of the Act. Secondly. prevention by using child's welfare protection is not

appropriate. Thirdly, the penalty for parents and guardian by issuing the restrictions or put up bail in order

to prevent the offense still has many flaws.

This study suggests that we should enact the suitable proportion of National Child
Protection Committee, regulate the clear powers and duties of the authorities and provide the
suitable measures for child’ welfare protection. In the part of parents and guardian’s responsibiiities
which are prescribed in National Council for peace and Order (NCPO)’s order number 30/2559

should the measure for safety so as to make the law and effective.
