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ABSTRACT

This Thesis is focused on the study of problems concerning land traffic laws under
Motor Vehicle Act B.E. 2522 and Land Traffic Act B.E. 2522, and agrcements concerning
transport in ASEAN countries consisting of Agrecment on the Recognition of Domestic Driving
Licences Issued by ASEAN Countries, Agrecment on the Recognition of Commercial Vchicle
Inspection Certificates for Goods Vehicles and Public Service Vehicles issued by ASEAN
Member Countries, ASEAN Framework Agreement on the Facilitation of Goods in Transit,
ASEAN Framework Agreement on Multimodal Transport, Protocol 1 - Designation of Transit
Transport Routes and Facilities, Protocol 3 — Types and Quantity of Road Vehicles, Protocol 4 —
Technical Requirements of Vchicles, Protocol 5 — ASEAN Scheme of Compulsory Motor
Vehicle Insurance, Protocol 8 — Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures to Implement the ASEAN
Framework Agreement on the Facilitation of Goods in Transit, and Protocol Dangerous Goods,
comparing with land traffic laws of certain ASEAN countries such as, Lao Pcople's Democratic
Republic, Republic of the Union of Myanmar, Malaysia, and Kingdom of Cambodia.

From the study, it is found that the discretion of inquiry official in land traffic case s
used by an inquiry official without any restriction rule and the punishments rendered for the

offences concerning land traffic laws still fail to serve the purposes of punishment. From the

study, it is also found that the enforcement of traffic laws of Thailand conceming the Interpretation
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of offences of traffic cases, rules of driving license issuance, the use of discretion of officials, and
propriety of punishment, are not sufficiently clear and inclusive.

Therefore, in the Researcher opinion, the definitions should be clearly specified. The
rules concerning the issuance of driving license should be additionally improved. Moreover, Land
Traffic Act B.E. 2522 should be amended by re-categorizing all concerned criminal offences by
the seriousness and severity of the offences to distinguish which offence is indictable and which
offence is not indictable, and the restriction rules should be specified in order to standardize the
law enforcement. These improvements shall lead to the development of traffic laws and all related
laws simultancously with the integration to ASEAN Community and also benefit the amendment

of land traffic laws of Thailand in order to make them suitable with the current state of society of

Thailand henceforth.
