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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the thesis were to study a background. concept, principles and theories
of public law regarding a begging control and to study the law relating to the begging control of
overseas and of Thailand, as well as 10 study and analyze legal problems on enforcement of the
Begging Act, B.E. 2484. In addition, to recommend proper solving guidelines for Thailand for the
problems arising from the enforcement of the Begging Act, B.E. 2484 in order to solve the
problems sustainably and continuously. |

On the basis of the results of this research, it can be concluded that since the Begging
Act, B.E. 2484 has been announced, there were legal problems regarding the enforcement of the
Begging Act, B.E. 2484 as follows: Firstly, it is a legal problem relating to the enforcement of
Section 6 of the Begging Act, B.E. 2484 of interpretation on the explicitly specific meaning of
“Beg”. Old-fashioned law enforeement has caused inappropriate use of admimstrative discretion
of the officials by means of collecting to receive any property or bribe form beggars. This situation has
affected to those who are not a beggar (performers or pubic performers) for such inappropriate
act. Secondly, it is a legal problem relating to the begging control and promoting and improving
the quality of life of such performers. Due to a local administrative organization has no role and
duties to control such begging and the law has not stipulated to grant the local administrative
organization the power to promote or improve the quality of life of such performers and, last but
not least, it is a legal problem regarding the measures on prevention and protection of exploitation

from the beggars because of the human trafficking in the form of beggaring are increasing as much
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which affects to the domestic economy and stability. The said problems have affected to the enforcement
of the Begging Act, B.E. 2484.

Therefore, the author would recommend that concept, theories and principles of law of
UK, Republic of Malaysia and India Republic shall be applied in Thailand in order to solve
arising problems in the country appropriately. The Begging Act, B.E. 2484 should be amended by
additionally determining the provision of definition of “beg” separately. In the topic of begging
control and promoting and improving the performers’ quality of life shall be amended to a local
administrative organization and the legal measures on prevention and protection of exploitation
from the beggars shall be determined as possible and suitable for Thailand in order be improved

sustainably and continuously.
