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ABSTRACT

Nowadays, Thailand is facing the problem of crimes and prisoners overflow. The
penalties of criminal law could be utilized by limited power which is not adequate to guilty and
punishment. The action to review legislation by the use of other areas instead of prisoners in
Thailand is not suitable since it can only enforce to one who ever been judged and ever stayed in
prison. Hence, the other culprits still have to stay in prison that may consider over punishment. In
other countries, there is the settlement of law to use other places instead of prison for any
offenders without any conditions. So, there is the gap between Thai and foreign legislation.

The foreign legislation to use other places instead of prison is to avoid the offenders
staying in jail as the consideration of moderate punishment. In addition, area has been selected as
the military camp which offenders could develop their behavior between the process of probation
and incarceration. Hence, the introduction of military camp as an alternative place for offender is
an attractive choice since the offenders can develop their behaviors in military camp and still and
get their clean biography when comparing to living in prison.

Thus, Thailand law; as same as the other countries legislation, should be effectively
reviewed by the consideration of other places to lock down the offenders instead of prison.

Military camp is an attractive choice to be selected. Offenders can be trained while they are living
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here with their clean history. Consequently, Offender is friary treated with this legislation that

will be suitable to real culprit punishment.
