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ABSTRACT

Many civilized countries accept that child and youth are an important resource of nation and
need to be taught. If they offend, they should be proceeded with the criminal case which is different
from adult. Because child and youth do not have enough maturity and experience, they maybe easily
misleaded to commit the crime. The mistakes they made are different from adult made both criminal
intent and criminal action. So the way they are proceeded must focus on characteristic improvement to
know what is good and what is bad, not to scare them and stain the sin to them like adult.

Nowadays, Thailand improves the law about criminal procedure for child and you.th by
using special measurement instead of proceeding criminal case. This deviates the child and youth who
make mistakes from the general criminal justice administration. But the problems are about the
procedure of using special measurement is not various; moreover, it cannot deviate the child and youth
who make mistakes from the general criminal justice administration. Furthermore, the designation of
the condition of the special measurement procedure limits the rights of child and youth who are
accused of making mistakes in the procedure by using the imprisonment record and rate of penalty
without any exception. And this does not follow the intention of proceeding the child and youth's cases
that focuses on protecting their welfares and futures by prohibiting the disclosure or considering to be
a bad result, or unjustly discriminating against them.

So the suggestions are a special measurement should be suitably used in the inquiry official

as well as in every procedure instead of proceeding criminal case to deviate the child and youth who

make mistakes or are accused of making mistakes, including there should be the revision of the
substantive law and the adjective law in the part related to a special measurement that is substitute of
proceeding criminal case to amend some limits to make the consideration of child and youth's cases

suitably and equally.
