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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this Research are to study concepts and theories relating to legal problems
with prosecution in cases where the alleged offenders are detained within jurisdiction of other courts,
as well as study relevant articles, literature and statutes of Thailand and foreign countries, for being
analyzed and finding approaches to solving the said problems.

The results of the Research find that, in prosecution of alleged offenders, who are detained
within jurisdiction of other courts, under the Criminal Procedure Code, Regulation of the Attorney-
General Office Regarding Criminal Proceedings by Public Attorneys, B.E. 2547 (2004), the Royal
Thai Police Guidelines on Seizure of Alleged Offenders, the prosecution processes are still unclear and
unable to be conducted as efficiently as they should be, leading to problems concering duration for
operations of the inquiry officials and prosecution the alleged offenders in cases where they are
detained within jurisdiction of other courts, whereby the inquiry officials do not expedite the
prosecution and preparation of applications for the certificates of cases being final from the courts of
other jurisdiction. and problems concerning operations of the public attorneys in prosecution of the
alleged offenders, who are detained within jurisdiction of other courts, whereby the public attorneys
are not empowered to take the inquiry case files into consideration for issuing prosecution orders.

because the courts find that they are not in the localities of occurrences, and witess trials are
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inconvenient, as well as problems with discretion of the courts in admitting the prosecution at the
domiciles of the alleged offenders, in cases where they have been imprisoned for other offenses, and
when the public attorneys take the inquiry case files into consideration for issuing prosecution orders
the domiciles of the alleged offenders, who are being in custody, the courts can exercise discretion in
not admitting the said cases, thereby requiring the prosecution to be lodged at the courts of the
localities of offenses, hence processes of criminal justice are into in a uniform direction.

The recommendations are to add a language in Section 142, the third paragraph and the last
paragraph, requiring the inquiry official to apply for a certificate of the case being final, as to be
incorporated into the case file, and allowing application through electronic means, and to add the last
paragraph of Section 22, in a case where the accused is imprisoned within jurisdiction of another court,
the accused is entitled to apply, and all relevant parties voluntarily give consent in writing, the court,
who tries the case, shall issue an order to use a method of video conference, and Rule of the Chief

Justice Regarding Trial of the Court in a Form of Video Conference, in order that performance of

duties under the law and the judicial system shall be more efficient.
