This research aimed at assessing people's opinions toward the administration in 

Nongkangkok Sub-District Administrative Organization, Muang District, Chonburi Province. It 

also compared the people's opinions among gender, age, occupation, dwelling and income. The 

subjects were 346 eligible voters of the year B.E. 2547 in the constituent in Nongkangkok Sub­

District Administrative Organization, Muang District, Chonburi Province. The research 

instruments were questionnaires comprising checklists and 5-point Likert scales. The data were 

analysed for percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and one-way analysis of variance 

(one-way ANOVA). 

The results were found that: 

I. People's opinions toward the Administration in Nongkangkok Sub-District 

Administrative Organization, Muang District, Chonburi Province were at the medium level. 

2. People's opinions toward the Administration in Nongkangkok Sub-District 

Administrative Organization, Muang District, Chonburi Province found that: 
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• male and female were not different 

• those earning 5,000 baht per month and lower and those with 5,001 baht per month up were 

not different 

• 60--year-<>ld and above people had more opinions than 18 to 30--year-<>ld and 31 to 59-year­

old people 

• those working in agriculture, trading, company and department employees, civil servants and 

state enterprise officials were not different 

• those living in Moo 1, 2, 3, 5, 6 and 7 had more opinions than Moo 4 
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
