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ABSTRACT 

In building construction with impact on the environment and health of the people, the 

National Environmental Promotion and Conservation Act 1992 has designated measures in 

protection and resolution on the environment by the project owners to prepare a report on the 

environmental impact assessment (EIA). Such measures seem to be a process of good 

management of the environment, but it is inadequate. However, in the process on preparing the 

report as well as the procedure on construction still poses a problem in terms of the format and 

type of the project to prepare the report, the process on consideration of the report approval, 

repetition on the exercise of the power by the state agencies and the law enforcement. 

In the study found that in the process on consideration of the report approval, the analysis 

of the impact on the environment, the law opens a channel for the expertise commission can use 

its discretion in the consideration of the report approval vastly. This may cause a problem on the 

abuse of power. Meanwhile, there are no measures in the control on the exercise of the power or 

the legal provisions that open a channel to dispute such the order. Moreover, the law on the 

environment does not have a mechanism of its own in the enforcement for the project owners to 

prepare the report. So it has caused a loophole in the law, and the project owners have used it to 

their advantage to avoid preparing the report. While in the building construction, the project 

owners have to comply with the procedure on the laws on the environment and the building 

control. The consequences are the repetition on the exercise of the law in terms of operation and 
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enforcement. The relevant laws lack consistency on the conservation and protection of the 

environment until the law enforcement is rendered ineffective. 

Thus, for solving the legal problems and obstacles, it is deemed to have a legal process 

on the control and inspection on the power of the expertise commission to remedy the loophole in 

the law. It should designate a punishment provision for the violators and increase the channel of 

participation by the popular and local sectors in the conservation and protection of the 

environment, an amendment of the National Environmental Promotion and Conservation Act 

1992 and the Building Control Act 1979. So both laws can have operational guidelines with 

consistency and enforcement of the various measures as defined in the report to have efficiency, 

so the protection of the natural resources and the environment can achieve the legal objective 

later. 
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
