The objectives of this research were to determine problems and guided solutions 

of public relations administration of district police stations under the office of provincial subdivision 

in region 2, and to compare administrative problems as classified by level of education, working 

experience, and working location. 

Sample size consisted of80 criminal prevention and criminal suppression police 

officers and 80 chiefs of police public relations staff which obtained through the stratified random 

sampling were selected to participate in this study. The instrument used for coHecting data was a 

five item rating scale questionnaire. Mean, standard deviation and t-test were employed to analyze 

the data. 

The findings of the study could be summarized as follows: 

Problems of public relations administration of district police stations under the 

office of provincial subdivision in region 2 were rated at the moderate level as a whole and in 

all aspects. 

I. No significant differences were found between problems of public relations 

administrntion of not over bachelor degree police officers and over bachelor degree police officers 

~a whole and in all aspects. 

2. Significant differences were found between problems of public relations 

administration ofless work expe1ience police officers and more experience police officers as 

a whole and in aspect of planning (p<.05).

administration of police otTiccrs who worked and station located inside and outside the eastern 

development area as a whole, planning, and working stimulation aspects (p<.05). 
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
