The research aimed to study the people's opinions towards the election administration 

: a case study of the Rayong Provincial Election Commission Office and to study the variables 

( sex, age, educational level, and occupation ) related to the people's opinions towards the election 

administration. 

The sample used in this study consisted of 400 voters in Rayong Province by means of 

stratified random sampling. The instrument implemented in collecting the data was rating scale 

questionnaire. The statistical devices employed in analyzing the data included percentages, 

arithmetic mean, standard deviation and Chi-Square test. 

The results of the research were as follows 

1. Almost of the people's ppinions towards the election administration about planning , 

organizing, commanding, coordinating and controlling were rated at a moderate level. 

2. There were non-significant differences between sex and the people's opinions towards 

the election administration. 

3. There were non-significant differences between age and the people's opinions towards 

the election administration. 

4. There were significant differences between educational level and the people's opinions 

towards the election administration. ( p < 0.05 ) 

5. There were significant differences between occupation and the people's opinions 

towards the election administration. ( p < 0.05 ) 
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
