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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) study demographic characteristics of
high school students, Bangkok Christian College, 2) study exposure behavior toward
online social media of high school students, Bangkok Christian College, 3) study
utilization of online social media of high school students, Bangkok Christian College, 4)
study learning of high school students, Bangkok Christian College. The samples used in
this research were 353 high school students of Bangkok Christian College.
Questionnaires were used as an instrument to collect data for this study. Statistics used
to analyze data were frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard deviation, Chi-
Square statistics for testing relationship, T-test independence, One-way Analysis of
Variance. When statistics difference was significantly found, the difference was then
tested by Scheffe's method and Pearson's Correlation was used to test the relationship.

The findings revealed that most of the samples were Grade 9 students with the
age of 15-17 years old, the current GPA was above 3.01, they studied at Science-Math
program, received average monthly income from their parent less than 5000 baht and

had experience to use online social media more than 4 years.



The exposure behavior toward online social media for the majority of the
samples indicated that most of them had the information exposure behavior toward
online social media through Facebook, the daily frequency to use online social media
was 5-6 times , duration to use online social media was 1-2 hours, time where often use
online social media was 16.01 — 18.00 h. and home was the most often place to use
online social media. The utilization of online social media was overall at high level,
which revealed that its utilization in regard to society was the highest, followed by
information and entertainment. Besides, it was also found that the learning of high
school students of Bangkok Christian College was overall in high level, which revealed
that readiness for learning was the highest, followed by motivation for learning
achievement.

The hypothesis testing indicated that high school students of Bangkok
Christian College who had different demographic characteristics would have different
exposure behavior toward online social media, except different ages would have
frequency through online social media access and the most often place to use online
social media identically. The high school students of Bangkok Christian College who
had exposure behavior toward online social media differently would use online social
media differently, except the ones who had the most often place to use online social
media differently would use online social media identically. And the utilization of online
social media had a relation with the learning of high school students of Bangkok

Christian College.
