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ABSTRACT

Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora
(CITES) has a significant aim to control international trades or distributions of endangered
species of wild fauna and flora. Thailand as a member country of such Convention has been
bound to camry out measures in the country in conformity with the commitment of CITES, .
particularly, the legal commitment which is deemed to be the extremely significant part. This
Thesis has been made with the objective to study as to what extent Thailand has carricd out legal
measure on control over the international trades and distributions of wildlife in conformity with
the commitment of the Convention. The study of Wildlife Conservation and Protection Act, B. E.
2535 (1992) which is the law implemented in accordance with CITES finds that said Act is still
imperfect and, as a result, many things in the contents need to be revised due to the reason that
legal measures prgscribed by CITES to be the commitments for practices by member countries
have not all been adopted for inclusion in the provisions of the Act. Most importantly, there is a
lack of a control measure over the traders or distributors of preducts made from carcasses of wild
animals specified under the Schedule annexed to CITES and there is no measure on the control on
the sending back of the carcasses and the lack of control measure on the punishments against the
traders or distributors violating the provisions of CITES including possessors of the sampling
species acquired in violation of the provisions of CITES as well as there is no measure on the
forfeiture of sampling species specified under the Schedule annexed to the Convention which a

person has acquired or had in possession as a result of a commission of an offence. This law is,

therefore, imperfect on the efficiency in truly controfling the international trades or distributions
of wild animals. A comparative study with the laws of several countries finds tﬁat the laws of
those countries fully provide various measures in conformity with the commitments prescribed
under CITES. Moreover, the study also finds that Wildlife Conservation and Protection Act, B. E.
2535 provides no measure on the protection or control on wild animals specified under the
Schedule annexed to CITES where their origins are in the other countries and are brought into the
Kingdom, thus, resulting in the State officials to have no power to check on any business activity
undertaken with those wild animals whether it is on the matter of a distribution, possession or
breeding which is not good at all toward such wildlife protections,

Henceforward, in order to fill the Wildlife Conservation and Protection Act, B, E. 2535
with the substances all along in conformity with the intention of CITES, the Author of the Thesis,
therefore, recommends that the provisions of the Act be revised as well as the inclusion of the
measure on sending back the wild animals be added and the controls over the trades or
distributions of the products made from carcasses of wild animals specified under the Schedule
annexed to CITES also be added including empowering the Court with the jurisdictions in issuing
orders to forfeit wild animals, wild animal carcasses as well as products made from carcasses of
wild animals specified under the Schedule annexed to CITES acquired by a person as a result of
the commission of an offence. In addition, it is recommended that various principles not

contained in this Act be added, as well.
