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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to study the approach to solving the legal problem
relating to community participation in promoting the conservation and protection of intangible
cultural heritage. In addition to the Promotion and Preservation of Intangible Cultural Heritage
Act, B.E. 2559 (2016), there is no legal measure to proceed in this matter. Therefore, this thesis is
to study the approach to revise the determination of measures or guidelines relating to community
participation and intangible cultural heritage protection.

The study revealed that the Japanese law establishes communities as holders of
intangible cultural heritage rights. The community is also financially supported by the
government. In addition, the law of the People's Republic of China provides for sanctions against
persons who violate the law and cause damage against the intangible cultural heritage, which is,
are considered a civil offense under the law.

According to the researcher’s perspective, the provisions under the Promotion and
Preservation of Intangible Cultural Heritage Act, B.E. 2559 (2016) should be added for increasing
the role of the community to participate in the community, establish legislative measures to
protect the intangible cultural heritage and designate the community to be the owner of the

intangible cultural heritage. If the government amends the provisions to the same standard, the

problem of community participation in promoting and protecting the intangible cultural heritage

will be significantly reduced.
