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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study issues and problems of child rights’ protection under the
juvenile and family court and juvenile and family procedure Act B.E. 2553 such as problems of
investigation and controlling juvenile delinquents. The study shows that this law aims to protect
a child who is the offender or the victim of the offense. The law measures should correct and
rehabilitate the child to be good citizens. From my opinion, in the investigation’s process, the
police officer in charge of the case gives precedence to collect and to gather evidence to punish
the child offender rather than correcting and rehabilitating them to be good citizens. Besides,
there are a few government sectors that place importance on processing procedure to protect and
rehabilitate injured child to the society without danger. Moreover, criminal procedure puts an
emphasis on bringing a charge against the offender or the defendant without considering of child
welfare. Furthermore, there are many problems occurring from using special measures with child
cases. Special measures against child are the provisions providing relief and assistance victims in
financing, fame, etc. In the meantime, a child or young person who is alleged to have committed
an act against the law will get treatment, restoration and rehabilitation. The society and
community have a chance to participate in this process. Consequently, the special measures are
only the reserved measures and cannot replace the criminal proceedings. On the other hand, the

provides the strict measures which cannot effectively enforce. This law did not provide a precise
definition of the special measures but it provided a very wide definition. This brings to the
problems of interpretation and enforcement the law. For instance, the definition of “repentance”,
“rehabilitation”, and “treatment and rehabilitation program” was not clear that how to consider it
is repentance or rehabilitation.

I think that the government sectors which are assigned to investigate a child in the
criminal case should make a memorandum of understanding between the government agencies,
and having a formal pattern of work; preparing a room of visual and sound recording, the officer
must notify the child that the officer will record the sound and video. The government should
allocate its budget for doing the investigating room in a proper place. In addition, loosing the law
is required such as the degree of punishment should be international standard of restorative
Jjustice. In case of lacking of the definition, regulating the rules to bring the relating term of the
special measures in the rules of the President of the Supreme Court or having the Supreme

Court’s primary session is required.
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
