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This dissertation aims to study the military disciplinary punishment process and Military
Disciplines Act, B.E. 2476. It also focuses on Constitution of Kingdom of Thailand, indicating the
conditions of right and liberty restriction, which cannot be violated by any law. The problematic

issue is, according to Military Disciplines Act, B.E. 2476, the superior, who is in executive section,
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is authorized to exercise the administrative power to punish any military committing the breach of

disciplines by penalty, placing under guard, detention and imprisonment. However, the military are
persons protected by the Constitution of Kingdom of Thailand. Therefore, the disciplinary
punishment mentioned above in accordance with the law is inconsistent with the right and liberty

protection stipulated in the Constitution. Military Disciplines Act, B.E. 2476, in other words,

contains the provision which is contrary to the Constitution.
