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ABSTRACT

This thematic paper aims at studying Thai laws and foreign laws relating to legal
measure of the authority supervising infringement of personal rights: a case study of use of other
person’s personal information application without permission in order to find a guideline for
addition of more efficient statutes of Thai laws.

The laws relating to personal rights include the Constitution of the Kingdom
of Thailand B.E. 2560 (2017), the Official Information Act B.E. 2540 (1997) and the Computer-
related Crime Act B.E. 2550 (2007). These laws, at present, are still lack of clarity on role, power
and duties of government agencies and do not have its scope of application covering this issue,
As a result, law enforcement in Thailand is still lack of efficiency in case of infringement of
personal rights by use of application without permission.

This researcher suggests, for faimess and optimum benefits of the society, a legislation
authorizing Ministry of Digital Economy and Society, Office of the Consumer Protection
Commission and Office of the Official Information Commission to be in charge of particularly
protecting personal information and supervising disclosure of personal information without
consent, also suggests providing a Personal Rights Protection Bill B.E..... so as to prevent the
infringement of personal rights by use of other person’s personal information application without

permission.
