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ABSTRACT

Due to the fact that the current Sexual assault offenses statute is not as efficient as it
may be in preventing repeat offenders, there are still Sexual assault act offenders who commit the
crimes. Furthermore, the penalties applicable to the commission of Sexual assault offenses cannot
help the victim to return to their original state as before the offender's offense, especially in terms
of the victim's mental state and feelings. The normal judicial process cannot provide remedies in
such matters to the victims. Therefore, to reduce the recidivism of offenders in relation to Sexual
assault acts and to give the offender an opportunity to become good again to enter society; in
addition, in order to provide justice for the victim to be compensated; thus, it is necessary to find
measures to solve such problems. The framework in this volume focuses on the restorative justice
to be applied in cases involving Sexual assault offenses, particularly Sections 278, 279, and
Section 280.

Studies have shown that restorative justice can help reduce the recidivism of offenders
of Sexual assault and can effectively heal victims of psychological and emotional health.

According to the study's recommendations, restorative justice should be used to address
criminal sexual assault acts, and laws should be created to support restorative justice in courts by
requiring courts to look into the procedure in order to achieve the objectives of the restorative

justice process and ensure the effectiveness of the restorative justice process.
