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ABSTRACT

This thematic paper aims to research on case study: Money Laundering in Casino and
to define legal measures according to the Anti-Money Laundering Act of B.E. 2542 in order to
come up with proper solutions for Money Laundering in Casino, more efficiently.

According to the study, assembling or organizing gambling activities is considered to
violate criminal laws. The legal measures for casino money laundering are not compatible with
current social constructs in Thailand. The international standards, FATF, and laws of the United
States, United Kingdom, and Philippines state that gambling businesses are legit and their
entrepreneurs are liable for reporting directly to the Anti-Money Laundering Office. To define the
solutions, the author had to consider criminal laws’ mission to protect and maintain peace and
order. The to empathize with opinions and feedback of relevant stakeholders to analyze possible
effects and to evaluate legal accomplishment.

As a result, the researcher could state that the legal measures are not capable of
restraining the Casino. There have been ongoing criminal issues regarding money laundering in
casinos. Therefore, the suggestions would be to legalize the gambling activities and enforce the

entrepreneur to directly report to the Anti-Money Laundering Office.
