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ABSTRACT

This thematic paper is aimed at studying nature of problems of the legal measure relating
to management of dispute in criminal case by participation of village committee. ~ The study
explores various Thai laws to know how criminal liability should be provided and whether statutes
on dispute settlement in criminal case by the village committee should be added into various laws
for better efficient solution.

Although several related laws of Thailand in connection with this regard i.e. the Penal
Code, the Criminal Procedure Code and the Local Government Act B.E. 2475 (1932) contain
provisions about the village committee’s participation in dispute settlement in criminal case,
management of dispute in criminal case deems generally as a sole action and accordingly, there
has been still lack of systematic cooperation and coordination among related organizations.
Moreover, the head of village’s power and duties does not include penalizing by fine in cnminal

case against the offender. By those three laws, the head of village can have duties to give



warning and conduct mediation or otherwise to make decision on offending and get offender to be
legally liable. If these duties are intensively implemented in place in community level, there will
be better productive outcome of dispute settlement and without necessity for litigation to be
overloaded court case by such dispute.

The researcher suggests a push for more implementation of legal measure relating to
management of dispute in criminal case by participation of village committee and an amendment
of related laws to support and encourage the participation of village committee in practical way for

more legal efficiency.
