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ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to study the concept, background and theory of civil liability of alcohol
beverage vendors including the comparative analysis of civil liability of alcohol beverage vendors in
accordance with relevant Thai laws and international laws, and to propose the solutions in determining
civil liability of alcohol beverage vendors for the damage caused by drunk driving customers.

Findings in this study reveal that, at present, there is no particular law imposition
requiring the vendors of alcohol to be liable for the damage caused by drunk driving customers.
Such liability of the vendors of alcoholic beverages, therefore, is determined by the provisions of
wrongful acts in the Thai Civil and Commercial Code and the Alcohol Control Act B.E. 2551,
which is found to be inappropriate for practical application. In the United States and Canada, there
are particular laws related to Dram Shop Liability, requiring persons selling alcohol in violation of
the law to be liable for damage caused by intoxication of their customers, including drunk driving
which is a strict liability and also there are principles of common law applied in requiring vendors

to be obliged to exercise reasonable care, otherwise they will be liable for their negligence.



In this respect, the author proposes the amendment of the Alcohol Control Act B.E. 2551 to
include strict Liability principle as applied in the US liquor laws by defining the provisions for those who
sell alcoholic beverages to persons under the age of twenty years or persons with obvious intoxication
for the liability in the damage caused by drunk driving customers in order to compensate for the
damages and encourage the vendors to strictly comply with the Alcohol Control Law which will help

preventing or reducing road accidents caused by drunk driving.
