ABSTRACT

The fact that snooker has been categorized as gambling adversely affects the training of
junior snooker players in Thailand. Parents, guardians, caretakers, training center’s owners and
coaches who support or allow children to train snooker may be held liable for criminal offences.

This thematic paper explores concepts and theories of gambling both in Thailand and in
other countries. It also studies limitations of the permission granting for playing snooker, and the
offence of inducing or allowing children to behave inappropriately or likely to be the cause of
wrongdoing, in order to make a suggestion on amending relevant laws.

The study finds that the Gambling Act B.E. 2478 designated snooker as gambling
because the way to play snooker is similar to billiards, which was specified as gambling in List B
No.23 annexed to the Gambling Act. Therefore, the training of junior snooker players may be
considered as an offence under such Act, and those junior snooker players may be considered as
“children at risk of wrongdoing” under the Child Protection Act B.E. 2546, who “behave
inappropriately” under the Ministerial Regulations on the Child at Risk of Wrongdoing B.E.
2549. Moreover, there is a Letter of the Ministry of Interior prohibiting permission licensing for

snooker games. Thus, the paper recommends the amendment of the Gambling Act B.E. 2478 and

the Child Protection Act B.E. 2546, as well as a review on the Letter of the Ministry of Interior to
solve problems and overcome legal obstacles in order to effectively and continuously develop

snooker as a sport in junior level.
