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ABSTRACT

The study on “problems and obstacles in the narcotics control operation of the police
officers of the Narcotics Suppression Bureau" aims to study about 1) problems and obstacles in
the narcotics control operation of the police officers of the Narcotics Suppression Bureau 2)
factors affecting the narcotics control operation of the police officers of the Narcotics Suppression
Bureau, and 3) guidelines for solving narcotics control problems of police officers in the
Narcotics Suppression Bureau.

The study was quantitative analysis. The population was the police officers responsible
for narcotics control from the Narcotics Suppression Bureau, consisting of 1,131 individuals, 300
of whom were samples. The tool used for the quantitative research was questionnaire of both
open-ended and closed-ended types. The questionnaire was analyzed by ready-made statistics
program. The statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation.

The results showed that most of the respondents were between the ages of 41-50 years,
which was 39%; 45.7% of the respondents had a bachelor’s degree or equivalent; 47.3% of them
perform investigative duties; 41.3% held the rank of Police Lieutenant to Police Captain; 63.3%

had served for more than 10 years; and 80.7% were trained in the program on narcotics control.
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The results can be summarized as follows

For the matter of narcotics control problems and obstacles of narcotics control police
officers, most of the respondents expressed opinions on this matter that in general, the problems
were at moderate (i= 3.22, S.D.= 0.95), consisting of performance problems (personnel,
budget, equipment), problem of power and relationships with relevant organizations, and problem
of laws and law enforcement.

For factors relating to the narcotics control operation of narcotics control officers, most
of the samples expressed opinions on the narcotics control operation of narcotics control police
officers of the Narcotics Suppression Bureau at moderate level (X= 3.31, S.D. = 1.13). The
factors consisted of time and resources, planning for the management of resource needed in the
operation, communication and coordination, and the acceptance of the authority of the officers.

For opinions on ways to solve problems in the narcotics control operation of narcotics
control police officers; overall, most samples expressed opinions on ways to solve the problems at
a high level (5(-= 3.75, S.D. = 1.25). The most agreed way was to make the law seriously

enforceable and more decisive than the way it was.
