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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thematic research is to study and analyze on the problems of
imposing penalties and standardized field sobriety tests (SFSTs) according to the Road Traffic
Act B.E. 2522 (1979) to provide appropriated legal measures solving problems of driving while
intoxicated in Thailand by comparative studying of concepts, theories, criteria, legal measures
related the prevention and suppression of driving while intoxicated both domestically and
internationally.

By studying the provisions of the Road Traffic Act B.E.2522, it was found that current
legal measures and penalties for prevention and suppression of driving while intoxicated and
standardized field sobricty tests (SFSTs) are not diverse and are unable to effectively solve the
problem of drunk driving offenses. According to the comparative studying of forms and legal
measures relating to drunk driving offenses in foreign countries, such as, the United States of
America, United Kingdom, which are effectively penalties regarding the offense of drunk driving
preventing the offender to not repeat the offence as well as standardized field sobriety tests
(SFSTs) to solve the aforementioned problems.

Therefore, it should be amended the Road Traffic Act B.E. 2522 by adding legal
measures and penalties for prevention and suppression of driving while intoxicated and

standardized field sobriety tests (SFSTs) to be more effective and meet international standards.
