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ABSTRACT

This independent study aims to investigate legal problems related to participation in the
“We Win” financial aid scheme, a public project to solve people’s economic impacts due to
covid-19 pandemic. This scheme has been conducted from 2020 until now. Moreover, this study
aims to propose methods to solve problems from the achievement of the “We Win” financial aid
scheme to be more appropriate and sustainable.

The findings revealed that the “We Win” financial aid scheme is the project that the
Fiscal Policy Office under the Ministry of Finance and has been approved by the cabinet under
the Emergency Decree Authorizing the Ministry of Finance to Raise Loans to Solve Problems, to
Remedy and Restore the Economy and Society as Affected by the Coronavirus Disease Pandemic
B.E. 2563 and the additional amendment B.E. 2564. This project has provided public financial aid
to people who have rights to participate in the scheme for their expenses of consumer goods in
their daily lives. The study found that there were three significant legal problems, i.e., the legal
problems regarding the juristic act annulment in the sale contract from the “We Win” financial
aid scheme, the unlawful problems of criteria, conditions, and consent of the entrepreneurs
participating in the “We Win” financial aid scheme, and the legal problems regarding the

jurisdiction of the cases related to the “We Win” financial aid scheme.

The findings compared policies and laws of the foreign countries in organizing public
service projects to solve economic issues in the COVID-19 pandemic, i.e., the United States,
Kingdom of Sweden, and Republic of Singapore. As a result thereto, when adopting principles,
concepts, and theories related to laws, as well as, policies and laws of the foreign countries to
Thailand, it brings to the significant approaches to solve the problems. Firstly, the Fiscal Policy
Office needs to determine the clear and appropriate approaches or practices in asking for a refund
from entrepreneurs who have already receive money from the “We Win” financial aid scheme. It
is required to separate between money of people having the rights to participate in the “We Win”
financial aid scheme and money/benefits the entrepreneurs obtained from corruption, deception,
or excessive rights from the “We Win” financial aid scheme. Secondly, the Fiscal Policy Office
needs to determine clear and concrete criteria and conditions of participating the “We Win”
financial aid scheme in accordance with the current economic situations by specifying the
contents of criteria in asking for a refund only from entrepreneurs who obtains money/benefits
from corruption, deception, or excessive rights. Lastly, the Fiscal Policy Office, as the
administrative case accused in case of issuing an order to ask for an entreprencur to refund the
money obtaining from the “We Win” financial aid scheme and a government agency responsible
for the project, should submit the request to determine the powers and duties among courts to be
the jurisdiction norm for the disputes related to asking for a refund in the “We Win” financial aid
scheme. This shall help bringing in clarity to cases and enable proceedings to be more standardize

and facilitate more justice to all stakeholders in the “We Win” financial aid scheme.
