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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to resolve the issue of restraining dogs in the car without
appropriate restraining or caretaker and leaving unattended dogs in the vehicle. Determine the
appropriateness of specific crimes and criminal penalties through research. At present, there is no
legal requirement for appropriate to restrain dogs in car or to require that there must be a
caretaker while driving, including no legal prohibited to leave unattended dogs in vehicles in a
prohibited manner.

From the study of both the laws in the Kingdom of Thailand and the laws of foreign
countries. The researchers found that in international law as well as foreign laws appropriate dog
restraints are stipulated when driving with dogs. With the aim of protecting both animals rights
and public safety interests on the roads. as well as leaving unattended the dog alone in a vehicle
that has been stipulated separately from other offenses, with different penalties due to the
consequences ofthe leaving which aims to protect the rights of that dogs. Unlike the Kingdom of
Thailand, the law in this case has not been clearly stated and there has never been an

interpretation of the application in this direction.
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Therefore, the researchers suggest that the behavior of taking dogs into the car should be
defined as a specific crime when proper retrained or caretakers are required, and the punishment
should be stipulated, and it is forbidden to leave unattended dogs,and the appropriate punishment
should be stipulated, which is commensurate with the behavior aimed at only protecting road

safety and dogsrights.
