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ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to study the concepts, principles and legal theories related to the care
of the mentally ill in prison and the legal measures in relation to the care of the mentally ill in the
correctional in accordance with international and Thai laws.

The study found that There are still problems with the definition and definition of the
word “insane” according to the relevant laws. according to the Criminal Code and the Mental
Health Act B.E. B.E. Mentally ill prisoners whose main point is that Inmates of insanity will not
be held in prison but will be immediately transferred to a mental institution. who are in a medical
facility that treats this particular disease must be under the special supervision of medical staff
Problems with Protection in Prosecuting Psychiatric Patients Prosecuting offenders for treating
patients in accordance with human rights and receiving criminal penalties can only be done if the
accused Or the defendant has the ability to fight the case in full defence. The accused or
defendant must have an understanding of the nature of the prosecution concerning him and be
able to act in accordance with the law for his own benefit.

Therefore, the researcher has some suggestions on

1) There is an amendment to the wording in the Criminal Code to be more clear. In
order to understand each other in the meaning of various words and to have a provision

authorizing the public prosecutor to order a doctor to examine the accused and to summon the

medical examiner to give statements, refrain from investigation, preliminary investigation or
consideration. As well as sending the accused who is a psychiatrist to a mental hospital or having
a guardian take care of him, as is the power of the investigating officer and the court that the law
has the power to refrain from investigating. preliminary hearing or consideration, and send the
accused to treatment until he recovers from insanity Causing practical problems as to what action
should be taken if a insane person is found in the prosecutor's level By adding text in the Criminal
Code, Section 65, that “insanity”

2) The psychiatric patient should be sent to an appropriate place for treatment and a
specific place for control should be established. At present, the accused is temporarily detained
before being brought to the court for detention. Act by detaining him in a cell at the police station.
which some cells are not up to standard and detain the accused together without discrimination, or
in the event that the accused is not temporarily released in detention Psychiatric patients must be
placed in prisons like other offenders. Even under the Criminal Procedure Code, section 71,
paragraph three, will provide that the court will not issue a detention warrant or may issue a
release warrant for the accused or defendant. which is imprisoned in the event that the accused or
the defendant is sick, but must be an illness that, if imprisoned, would be life threatening only
General psychiatric illness is a mental and nervous illness that is not so serious that if imprisoned,
it will cause death. Therefore, the court cannot exercise the power under such section.

3) Based on the aforementioned legal principles and guidelines, it can be seen that
the treatment of patients according to human rights principles, whether Thai or foreign according
to the Thai constitution and international human rights law Mandates that every person has the
right to receive medical care when sick. even if the person is totally deprived of legal status
Thailand has signed and ratified the human rights treaty. It is an international obligation on
human rights. Accession to a human rights treaty creates an obligation to comply with the treaty.
Otherwise, it may be liable in an international way, so when Thailand becomes a party. Thailand

must also comply with the obligations of the said treaty.
