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ABSTRACT

This Independent Study have objectives for (1) Study background, policy, concept and
theory about enforce of fine penalty in criminal case according to Criminal Code Section 29/1:
Study a case that the court have a judgement to sentenced imprisonment for not more than three
years and fines (2) Study laws that related to the enforcement and penalty in criminal case
in Thailand and foreign countries such as Sweden and United States of America in New York.
(3) Analyzing and compare the enforcement of laws concerning to enforce of fine penalty
in criminal case in Thailand and foreign. (4) Suggesting a guideline and adjust the enforcement
of fine in criminal cases according to Criminal Code Section 29/1: Study a case that the court
have a judgement to sentenced imprisonment for not more than three years and fines and improve
it by adjustment the law to be increasingly efficiency.

This Independent Study is a research quality with a method of document research,
by which a researcher collecting the data from all relevant documents from the article of law,
dissertation, books, articles, research papers, other research papers and online data for analysis

to be suggestion and method to adjust the enforcement of fine in criminal cases according

to Criminal Code Section 29/1: Study a case that the court have a judgement to sentenced
imprisonment for not more than three years and fines and improve it by adjustment the law to be
more efficiency.

The study found that the key concept and theory to enforce of fine penalty in criminal
case in each country by have a different policy and measure. Adjustment the criminal law to be
international standard by main point is to be enforce a fine penalty in criminal case according
to Criminal Code Section 29/1. In case the court have a judgment to sentenced imprisonment for
not more than three years and fines. By bring a (Day Fine System) to be consider for a fine
in case that sentenced imprisonment for not more than three years and fines. By specify that court
to be consider economic status, gravity of the wrongful act, environment of offender to be
consider a fine of the defendant. For reduce the difference of fine penalty to the defendant that
have different financial status, when analysis those law, still have to be consider about an enforce
to seize asset of the offender instead of fine penalty by Criminal Code Section 29/1 decide for
the court officer that appointed and public prosecutor be an authority person to procedure to
enforce by judgement, which cause a duty for the officer that do not have a direct duty to enforce
the fine penalty according to the judgement or the court order which is not clearly, not concrete
and not match up with the principle of enforce a judgement according to Civil Procedure Code.
More over found a problem of a fine payment according to the court order or judgment, Law that
calculate a fixed fine penalty and in practically, when the court have a judgement to pay fine
penalty, if the defendant do not have any money to pay fine penalty, the court can have an order
to imprison instead a fine or order the defendant to work for social service instead of a fine that is
a measure, which not match up with a spirit of a fine penalty. Also, Criminal Code did not specify
for the offender can pay by installment but in practically, the court can use discretion to have
an order to allow the offender to be pay by installment but fine payment must be paid at the court
that issued a judgement.

A researcher then would suggestion to adjust Criminal Code that relevant to enforce of
fine penalty to cover criminal case and have a suitable to variation period. For enforce a penalty
to be accordance to objective and be efficient to enforce a fine penalty, which have a good affect

on public sector, social, offender and as well as a people in offender family too.
