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ABSTRACT

This thesis on Legal Measures on Pet Sale Contract, Study of the Case of Sale and
Purchase of Dogs, has the objectives to (1) study the backgrounds, ideas, and theories about sale
of dogs contract, (2) study legal measures on sale of dogs contract made internally, or made
abroad, or in Thailand, (3) analyze the legal problems arising out of sale of dogs contract, and (4)
find out solution to the problems arising out of sale of dogs contract.

From study, problems were found on (1) Thailand’s lack of terminology and specific law
on sale of dogs contract, resulting in the need to rely upon the Civil and Commercial Code, which
is the law applicable to sale of goods in general, in defining its meaning, and this problem leads to
the inability to determine pet sellers’ obligations toward purchasers, and to determine which case
of sale of pets should warrant protection. Next problem found was (2) also about the lack of
standard form of sale of dogs contract which clearly contains material details of the sale. Currently,
a contract of this type may be formed verbally, and there is no legal obligation for a seller to have
to declare facts or warrant a dog’s health suitable for sale. Such ambiguity results not only in a
problem of determining whether or not a seller is in breach of the terms agreed with a purchaser,
but also a difficulty in proving such agreed terms when claiming a seller’s breach thereof in court.
Further is a problem (3) about Thai law’s lack of specific obligations and responsibilities of a dog
seller and an operator of dogs selling business, and the Civil and Commercial Code’s lack of

provisions which provide adequate protection for purchasers or consumers. This results in an issue
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of deception, fraud, failure to disclose facts about dog’s health, and delivery of unsuitable dogs in
the sale, depriving the rights of and damaging purchasers or consumers.

The writer wishes therefore to recommend that Thailand have specific law to deal with
sale of dogs transaction, comprising materially (1) providing clear terminology for sale of dogs
contract to set the scope of protection for sale of dogs contract and obligations of an operator of
dog selling business, (2) determining criteria for contract formation in the form legally required,
i.e. dog’s information and dog’s health warranty, and (3) determining the specific obligations of a

dog seller, separate from a seller of goods in general.
