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ABSTRACT

Compensation for human trafficking offenses is a crucial measure aimed at helping and
healing victims. However, the compensation criteria in Thailand is still unsystematic, unclear and
inappropriate. This has resulted in insufficient protection for victims who have to rely on officials
involved, for instance, in dealing with damage to life, body, property, health, freedom and others.
Consequently, victims of human trafficking may be deterred from pursuing legal actions against
their perpetrators if such the compensation criteria is not clearer and fairer resulting which the
victims’ quality of lives may worsen.

This thesis aims to investigate the feasibility of developing and improving the
compensation criteria within the framework of the law on the prevention and suppression of
human trafficking. The objective is to provide enhanced protection for victims in human
trafficking cases in accordance with international law, European Union law and foreign law,
including both common law and civil law legal systems. It was found that countries under the
common law legal system, such as the United States of America and the United Kingdom, also
provide compensation criteria for human trafficking within the prosecution phase as a vital
measure for assisting and rehabilitating victims. Additionally, punitive damages can be imposed
on offenders engaged in serious and heinous behavior, including torture or gross inhumane

treatment on victims.

Apparently, in practice, there is no definite and clear method for determining
compensation for human trafficking offenses in Thailand. The determination of compensation in
each case varies significantly and lacks uniformity. This results in the enforcement of Section 35
of the Anti-Human Trafficking Act B.E. 2551 is rendered inefficient. Therefore, the Ministry of
Social Development and Human Security should amend the criteria for claiming compensation
for victims of human trafficking offenses by categorizing claims based on the nature of each type
of damage, specifying inspection criteria, collecting examples of various types of compensation
and establishing a follow-up mechanism that aligns with the proposed guidelines which have also

been suggested in this thesis.
