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ABSTRACT

The provisions required to issue the regulations or provided the State to operate or
allow the people to receive the benefits, there are frequently some problems relating to law
enforcement because the executive or the administrative is unable to issue regulations or take any
otheractions in order for the people to be able to comply with the law or receive benefits from the
law within a reasonable period. The mechanisms to expedite the executive or the administration
process of issuing subordinate legislation swiftly. According to Article 22 of the Act of Law
Drafting and Evaluation of Legal Achievement B.E. 2562 (2019), there is still insufficient
effectiveness in safeguarding the rights and liberties of people because the individuals who bear
burdens or suffer adverse consequences or loss of benefits cannot directly control the impact that
occurs to them, however, can only do so in specific cases where they file a lawsuit to the court
and the court deems it appropriate only. Therefore, the research, in this case, aims to focus on
finding suitable legal approaches and methods to control provisions and laws that mandate the
issuance of regulations, require government action, or grant benefits to the public. The study

encompasses aspects of ideas, theories, and relevant legal principles.
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After conducting research and analysis revealed that measures of intemal control of
the Executive, which are used to regulate the process of issuing regulations, tend to rely on
parliamentary mechanisms. These mechanisms include interpellation and votes of no-confidence,
as well as control and oversight by the Courts of Justice and Administrative Courts. According to
the Act of Law Drafting and Evaluation of Legal Achievement B.E. 2562 (2019), the law may
still not be sufficient to provide adequate protection for individuals who bear burdens or suffer
adverse consequences or loss of benefits. Therefore, there is a necessity for mechanisms to
control the enforcement of provisions and laws by the public to ensure that the people receive
prompt and effective protection and benefits from the law.

In order to provide the solution for the aforementioned issue, it is deemed necessary to
establish a provision that grants power to the people. Enabling them to control provisions and
laws that require the legislation or mandate the government to take any other actions without the
need for the people to file lawsuits against the state or become parties in legal disputes with the
government. The control in cases where the effects of the law are enforced by the people may
involve assigning the Council of State to consider and provide opinions on which provisions of
laws can be end of enforced or can be enforced without the need for issuing any regulations or
taking any other actions beforehand. According to Section 22, Paragraph Two, of Act of Law
Drafting and Evaluation of Legal Achievement B.E. 2562. Due to this, the Council of State is
considered an expert organization in providing legal opinions to the government and state
agencies. Furthermore, it may also stipulate that the Ombudsman, an independent organization
that is not affiliated with any state agency, has a role in assisting people who have suffered
adverse consequences or loss of benefits and right due to the failure of state agencies to issue
regulations or take any other actions as required by the law. By following the aforementioned
recommendations, the evaluation of the efficiency and effectiveness of the lawmaking process
could be significantly enhanced. This, in tumn, could lead to greater benefits for both the
government sector and the general public, in a manner that is appropriate and consistent with the

spirit of the criteria for drafting legislation and evaluating the performance of laws.
