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ABSTRACT

Thailand actually emphasizes the importance of the protection of right on product
configuration trademark more than ever. To the extent that the right has been protected, the
verification of such right must be made under the procedures in filing an application for
registration in which event, the trademark is deemed to have distinctiveness causing the users to
know and understand that the goods with such trademark are different from other goods. The
trademark with distinctiveness under Section 7 under which the new definition in the provisions
of Section 4 of the Trademark Act (No. 2) B.E.2543 (2000) includes “...product configuration”
Moreover, the author has studiedproduct configuration trademark in the United States of America
the United Kingdom and Japan which are the countries having evaluation protection of right on
product configuration trademark before Thailandso that it is guidelines for further solving
problems of protection of right on product configuration trademark of Thailand.

According to the study of guidelines for solving problems of protection'of right on
product configuration trademark of Thailand, including group of colors, figures, or shapes of
objects it is found that use of product configuration as a trademark will cause the public to
differentiate the goods from those of other persons. There are 2 objectives of trademark, namely,

one is to regulate the ownership information and trademark usage, and other is to protect the right
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of trademark owners and goods consumers. In fact, there are measures or guidelines for protection
ofproduct configuration as a trademark. In this respect, from the study, it is found out that Section
7 of the Trademark Act is only a provision to extend protection to be wider to be able to perform
the duty to be the trademark despite the fact that. There is a variety of protective measures,
leading to the issue on concurrent protection of copyright and patent laws.

As a result, the protection of right on product configurationwith its distinctiveness of
the trademark should be on emphasis of figure and shape of product being different from other
trademark. The author therefore proposed that Section 7 be defined to include the distinctiveness
of figure or shape of product being different from other things in the same way as that for

acceptance of application for other kind of trademark
